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MAKE A MEANINGFUL IMPACT

Being a student-athlete isn't easy—every week at least
22 hours are spent in class and studying, and another 20
hours in practice or competition. Despite their
commitment, no athlete receives 100% scholarship
funding and over one third receive only 25% funding of

school costs. More than half of our athletic program

budget goes toward scholarships, but it's not enough.
